On September 30 and Oct 1 of this year I participated in a GPS (Global Positioning System) Training offered by the Green Check Program through the Canadian Ecology Centre in Mattawa, ON.  The training consisted of two parts. Day one offered a GPS Certification course and day two was an Instructors course.
